Position Overview

Paper Mill Playhouse seeks outgoing, customer service-oriented candidates for our Security and Safety Team.
This team is responsible for ensuring the safety and security of all staff, artists, and guests during all
administrative and production activities.

This is a part-time, hourly position that includes evening and weekend availability, particularly during show
runs (which typically span five-week periods per production). Some weekday shifts may be required for
matinees and special events.

Key Responsibilities
e Serve as Stage Door Administrator, enforcing all pre-entry screening and sign-in protocols
e Monitor entry and exit of all individuals to ensure safety and compliance
e Receive and distribute mail and packages; assist with outgoing mail as needed
Conduct regular patrols of the premises to provide visible security and deter unauthorized activity
Conduct regular safety inspections and risk assessments to identify potential hazards
Utilize surveillance systems, including CCTV, to monitor premises and prevent loss
Maintain accurate incident reports and communications logs as needed
e Support positive working relationships and communication with local police, fire, and emergency
response personnel
e Uphold a professional and welcoming demeanor consistent with Paper Mill’s customer service
standards
e Respond promptly and professionally to safety and security concerns
o Implement conflict management strategies to address safety concerns among employees or visitors
Adapt positively to changing circumstances while maintaining composure and effectiveness
Comply with and support all safety protocols and emergency procedures
Safeguard against theft, unauthorized access, and property damage
Maintain reliable attendance and punctuality for all scheduled shifts
